"Homageto thee, Odris, Lord of eternity, King of the Gods, whose
names are manifold, whose forms are holy, thou being of hidden form in
the temples, whose Ka is holy. Thou art the governor of Tattu

(Busiris), and also the mighty onein Sekhem (L etopolis). Thou art the
Lord to whom praises are ascribed in the nome of Ati, thou art the
Prince of divinefood in Anu. Thou art the Lord who iscommemorated in
Maati, the Hidden Sou, the Lord of Qerrt (Elephantine), the Ruler
supremein White Wall (Memphis). Thou art the Soul of Ra, hisown
body, and hast thy place of rest in Henensu (Her akleopalis). Thou

art the beneficent one, and art praised in Nart. Thou makest thy

soul to beraised up. Thou art the Lord of the Great Housein

Khemenu (Hermopolis). Thou art the mighty one of victoriesin
Shas-hetep, the Lord of eternity, the Governor of Abydos. The path

of histhroneisin Ta-tcheser (a part of Abydos). Thy nameis
established in the mouths of men. Thou art the substance of Two

Lands (Egypt). Thou art Tem, the feeder of Kau (Doubles), the Gover nor
of the Companies of the gods. Thou art the beneficent Spirit among the
spirits. The god of the Ceestial Ocean (Nu) draweth from thee his
waters. Thou sendest forth the north wind at eventide, and breath from
thy nogtrilsto the satisfaction of thy heart. Thy heart reneweth
itsyouth, thou producest the.... The starsin the celestial heights

are obedient unto thee, and the great doors of the sky open themselves
beforethee. Thou art heto whom praisesare ascribed in the

southern heaven, and thanks are given for theein the northern heaven.
Theimperishable sarsare under thy supervison, and the sars

which never set arethy thrones. Offerings appear beforethee at the
decree of Keb. The Companies of the Gods praise thee, and the gods
of the Tuat (Other World) smdl the earth in paying homageto thee.
The uttermogt parts of the earth bow before thee, and the limits of

the skies entreat thee with supplicationswhen they seethee. The holy
ones are over come beforethee, and all Egypt offereth thanksgiving
unto theewhen it meeteth Thy Majesty. Thou art a shining Spirit-Body,
the governor of Spirit-Bodies; permanent isthy rank, established is

thy rule. Thou art the well-doing Sekhem (Power) of the Company of the
Gods, graciousisthy face, and beloved by him that seeth it. Thy fear
isset in all thelands by reason of thy perfect love, and they cry

out to thy name making it thefirst of names, and all people make
offeringstothee. Thou art thelord who art commemorated in heaven
and upon earth. Many arethe crieswhich are madeto thee at the Uak



festival, and with one heart and voice Egypt raiseth criesof joy to
thee.

"Thou art the Great Chief, the first among thy brethren, the

Prince of the Company of the Gods, the sablisher of Right and Truth
throughout the World, the Son who was set on the great throne of his
father Keb. Thou art the beloved of thy mother Nut, the mighty one

of valour, who overthrew the Sebau-fiend. Thou didst ¢and up and
smite thine enemy, and set thy fear in thine adversary. Thou dost
bring the boundaries of the mountains. Thy heart isfixed, thy legs
arest firm. Thou art the heir of Keb and of the sovereignty of the
Two Lands (Egypt). He (Keb) hath seen his splendours, he hath
decreed for him the guidance of the world by thy hand aslong astimes
endure. Thou hast made this earth with thy hand, and the waters, and
the winds, and the vegetation, and all the cattle, and all the

feathered fowl, and all the fish, and all the creeping things, and all
thewild animalstherof. The desert isthe lawful possession of the

son of Nut. The Two Lands (Egypt) are content to crown thee upon the
throne of thy father, like Ra.

"Thourollest up into the horizon, thou hast et light over the
darkness, thou sendest forth air from thy plumes, and thou floodest
the Two Landslikethe Disk at daybreak. Thy crown penetrateth the
height of heaven, thou art the companion of the stars, and the guide
of every god. Thou art beneficent in decree and speech, the favoured
one of the Great Company of the Gods, and the beloved of the Little
Company of the Gods.

Hissster [Is9) hath protected him, and hath repulsed the

fiends, and turned asde calamities (of evil). She uttered the spell

with the magical power of her mouth. Her tongue was perfect, and it
never halted at a word. Beneficent in command and word was | sis, the
woman of magical spdls, the advocate of her brother. She sought him
untiringly, she wandered round and round about thisearth in sorrow,
and she alighted not without finding him. She made light with her
feathers, she created air with her wings, and she uttered the death
wall for her brother. Sheraised up the inactive member s of whose
heart was till, she drew from him his essence, she made an heir,
shereared the child in londiness, and the place wher e he was not
known, and he grew in strength and gtature, and his hand was mighty in
the House of Keb. The Company of the Godsrgoiced, rejoiced, at the
coming of Horus, the son of Osiris, whose heart was firm, the
triumphant, the son of 19, the heir of Ogris."

Behold, the Osiris Ani, the scribe of the holy offerings of all the

gods, saith: Homage to thee, O thou who hast come as Khepera,
Kheperathe creator of the gods, Thou art seated on thy throne, thou
risest up in the sky, illumining thy mother [Nut], thou art seated

on thy throne asthe king of the gods. [Thy] mother Nut stretcheth out
her hands, and performeth an act of homage to thee. The domain of Manu
receiveth thee with satisfaction. The goddessMaat embraceth thee at
the two seasons of the day. May Ra give glory, and power, and
thruth-speaking, and the appear ance as a living soul so that he may
gaze upon Heru-khuti, to the KA of the Osristhe Scribe Ani, who
speaketh truth before Osris, and who saith: Hail, O all ye gods of

the House of the Soul, who weigh heaven and earth in a balance, and
who give celestial food [to the dead]. Hail, Tatun, [who art] One,

thou creator of mortals[and] of the Companies of the Gods of the

South and of the North, of the West and of the East, ascribe ye praise
to Ra, thelord of heaven, the KING, Life, Strength, and Health, the
maker of the gods. Give ye thanks unto him in his beneficent form
which isenthroned in the Atett Boat; beings celestial praise thee,
beingsterrestial praisethee. Thoth and the goddess Maat mark out thy
coursefor thee day by day and every day. Thine enemy the Serpent hath
been given over tothefire. The Serpent-fiend Sebau hath fallen
headlong, hisforeegsare bound in chains, and hishind legs hath

Ra carried away from him. The Sons of Revolt shall never morerise up.
The House of the Aged One keepeth festival, and the voices of those
who make merry arein the Great Place. The godsr e oice when they
see Ra crowned upon histhrone, and when his beams flood the world
with light. The majesty of thisholy god setteth out on hisjourney,

and he goeth onwar ds until he reacheth theland of Manu; the earth
becometh light at hisbirth each day; he proceedeth until he

reacheth the place where he was yesterday. O bethou at peace with me.
L et me gaze upon thy beauties. L et me journey above the earth. L et
me smitethe Ass. Let medit asunder the Serpent-fiend Sebau. L et

me destroy Aepep at the moment of his greatest power. L et me behold



the Abtu Fish at his season, and the Ant Fish with the Ant Boat as

it piloteth it in itslake. Let me behold Horuswhen heisin charge

of therudder [of the Boat of Ra], with Thoth and the goddess M aat

on each sde of him. Let melay hold of thetow-rope of the Sektet
Boat, and therope at the stern of the Matett Boat. Let Ra grant to me
aview of the Disk (the Sun), and a Sght of Ah (the Moon) unfailingly
each day. Let my Ba-soul come forth to walk about hither and thither
and whither soever it pleaseth. Let my name be called out, let it be
found inscribed on the tablet which recor deth the names of those who
areto receive offerings. Let meals from the sepulchral offerings be
given to mein the presence [of Osirig], asto thosewho arein the
following of Horus. L et there be prepared for me a seat in the Boat of
the Sun on the day wheron the god saileth. Let me be received in the
presence of Ogrisin the Land of Truth-speaking- the Ka of Osris
Ani.

thou who art dowered [with all sovereignty]. O TemHeru-Khuti
(Tem-Harmakhis), when thou risest in the horizon of heaven a cry of

joy goeth forth to thee from all people. O thou beautiful Being,

thou dost renew thysdf in thy season in the form of the Disk,

within thy mother Hathor. Thereforein every place every heart

swdleth with joy at thy rising for ever. Theregions of the South and

the North come to thee with homage, and send forth acclamations at thy
risng on the horizon of heaven, and thou illuminest the Two Lands

with raysof turquoise[coloured] light. O Ra, who art Heru-Khuti, the
divineman-child, the heir of eternity, self-begotten and self-born,

king of the earth, prince of the Tuat (the Other World), governor of
Aukert, thou didst come from the Water-god, thou didst spring from the
Sky-god Nu, who doth cherish thee and order thy members. O thou god of
life, thou lord of love, all men live when thou shinest; thou art

crowned king of the gods. The goddess Nut embraceth thee, and the
goddess M ut enfoldeth thee at all seasons. Those who arein thy
following sing unto thee with joy, and they bow down ther foreheads

to the earth when they meet thee, thelord of heaven, thelord of

the earth, the King of Truth, thelord of eternity, the prince of
everlastingness, thou sovereign of all the gods, thou god of life,

thou creator of eternity, thou maker of heaven wherin thou art

firmly stablished.

The Company of the Godsre oiceat thy rising, theearth isglad

when it beholdeth thy rays; the people who have been long dead come
forth with cries of joy to behold thy beauties every day. Thou goest

forth each day over heaven and earth, and thou art made strong each
day bethy mother Nut. Thou passest over the heights of heaven, thy



heart swelleth with joy; and the Lake of Testes (the Great Oass) is
content thereat. The Serpent-fiend hath fallen, hisarms are hewn off,
the Knife hath severed hisjoints. Ra liveth by Maat (Law), the
beautiful! The Sektet Boat advanceth and cometh into port. The South
and the North, and the West and Eadt, turn to praise thee. O thou
Firg, Great God (PAUTA), who didst come into being of thine own
accord, |sisand Nephthys salute thee, they sing unto thee songs of
joy at thy rising in the boat, they stretch out their hands unto thee.
The Souls of the East follow thee, and the Souls of the West praise
thee. Thou art the Ruler of all the gods. Thou in thy shrine hast joy,
for the Serpent-fiend Nak hath been judged by thefire, and thy

heart shall rgoicefor ever. Thy mother Nut is esteemed by thy father
Nu.

HYMN TO OSIRISUN-NEFER

A Hymn of Praiseto Osris Un-Nefer, the great god who dwelleth in
Abtu, the king of eternity, the lord of everlastingness, who

traver seth millions of yearsin hisexistence. Thou art the eldest son
of thewomb of Nut. Thou was begotten by Keb, the Erpat. Thou art
thelord of the Urrt Crown. Thou art he whose White Crown islofty.
Thou art the King (Ati) of gods [and] men. Thou hast gained possession

Thy existence endureth for an infinite number of double henti
periodsin thy name of " Un-Nefer."

Hail, O ye who open up the way, who act as guidesto theroads|[in

the Other World] to perfect soulsin the House of Osiris, open ye up
for him the way, and act ye as guidesto theroadsto the soul of

Theheart of Ogrishath in very truth been
weighed, and hisHeart -soul hath bor ne testimony on his behalf; his
heart hath been found right by thetrial in the Great Balance. There
hath not been found any wickednessin him; he hath not wasted the
offerings which have been madein thetemples; he hath not committed
any evil act; and he hath not set his mouth in motion with words of

evil whilst he was upon earth.

SPEECH OF THE DWELLER IN THE EMBALMMENT CHAMBER (ANUBI S):- Pay
good heed, O righteous Judge to the Balance to support [the testimony]

thereof. Variant: Pay good heed to the weighing in the Balance of

the heart of the Ogiris, the singing-woman of Amen, Anhai, whose

word istruth, and place thou her heart in the seat of truth in the

presence of the Great God.

THE SPEECH OF THE GODS:-- The Great Company of the Gods say to
Thoth who dwdleth in Khemenu: That which cometh forth from thy
mouth shall be declared true. The Osristhe scribe Ani, whoseword is
true, isholy and righteous. He hath not committed any sin, and he

hath done no evil againg us. The devourer Ammit shall not be
permitted to prevail over him. Meat offeringsand admittanceinto

the presence of the god Osiris shall be granted unto him, together

with an abiding habitation in the Field of Offerings (Sekhet-hetepet),
asunto the Followers of Horus.

THE SPEECH OF HORUS TO OSIRISIN INTRODUCING ANI TO HIM- Horus, the
son of 1ss, saith: | have cometo thee, O Un-Nefer, and | have

brought unto thee the Odgiris Ani. Hisheart isrighteous, and it

hath come forth from the Balance; it hath not snned againgt any god

or any goddess. Thoth hath weighed it accor ding to the decree

pronounced unto him by the Company of the Gods, and it ismost true

and righteous. Grant thou that cakes and ale may be given unto him,

and let him appear in the presence of the god Osiris, and let him be

like unto the Follower s of Horusfor ever and ever.

THE SPEECH OF ANI:- And the Osris Ani saith: Behold, | am in thy
presence, O Lord of Amentet. Thereisno sin in my body. | have not
spoken that which is not true knowingly, nor have |l done anything with
afalse heart. Grant thou that | may be like unto those favoured
oneswho arein thy following, and that | may be an Osrisgreatly
favoured of the beautiful god, and beloved of the Lord of the Two
Lands, | who am a veritable royal scribe who loveth thee, Ani, whose
word istrue before the god Osiris.

Who isthis?

"1t isRa, when at the beginning herosein the city of Hensu,

crowned like a king for his coronation. The Pillars of the god Shu

were not as yet created, when he was upon the steps of him that

dwelleth in Khemenu.

"1 am the Great God who created himsdf, even Nu, who made his names
to become the Company of theGods as gods.”

Whoisthis?

"It isRa, the creator of the names of hislimbs, which cameinto
being in the form of the godswho arein thetrain of Ra.
"1 am he who cannot be repulsed among the gods."

Whoisthis?

"It isTemu, thedwdler in hisdisk, but otherssay that it isRa
when heriseth in the eastern horizon of the sky.
"I am Yedterday, | know To-day."

Whoisthis?

"Yesterday isOsris, and To-day is Ra, when he shall destroy the
enemies of Neb-er-tcher (thelord to the uttermost limit), and when he
shall establish asprince and ruler hisson Horus.

" Others, however, say that To-day isRa, on the day when we
commemor ate the festival of the meeting of the dead Osriswith his
father Ra, and when the battle of the gods was fought, in which

Osgris, theLord of Amentet, wasthe leader."



What isthis?

"1t isAmentet, [that isto say] the creation ofthe souls of the
godswhen Osrriswas leader in Set-Amentet.

" Others, however, say that it isthe Amentet which Ra hath given
unto me; when any god cometh he must rise up and fight for it.

"1 know the god who dwelleth therein.”

Whoisthis?

"1t isOgris. Others, however, say that hisnameis Ra, and that

the god who dwelleth in Amentet isthe phallus of Ra, wherewith he had
union with himsdf.

" | am the Benu bird which isin Anu. | am the keeper of the volume

of thebook (the Tablet of Destiny) of the things which have been
made, and of the things which shall be made.”

Whoisthis?

"ItisOdgris.

" Others, however, say that it isthe dead body of Osrris, and yet
otherssay that it isthe excrement of Osiris. Thethingswhich have
been made, and the thingswhich shall be made [refer to] the dead body
of Ogris. Othersagain say that the things which have been made are
Eternity, and the things which shall be made ar e Everlastingness,

and that Eternity isthe Day, and Everlagtingness the Night.

" | am the god Menu in his coming forth; may histwo plumesbe set on
my head for me."

Whoisthis?

"Menu isHoris, the Advocate of hisfather [Odrig], and his

coming forth means hisbirth. Thetwo plumeson hishead arelsis
and Nephthys, when these goddesses go forth and set themselves
thereon, and when they act as his protectors, and when they provide
that which his head lacketh.

" Others, however, say that the two plumes ar e the two exceedingly
large urael which are upon the head of their father Tem, and thereare
yet otherswho say that the two plumes which are upon the head of Menu
are histwo eyes.

" The Ogristhe scribe Ani, whose word istrue, theregistrar of all
the offerings which are made to the gods, riseth up and cometh into
hiscity."

What isthis [city]?

"It isthe horizon of hisfather Tem.



" | have made an end of my shortcomings, and | have put away my
faults"

What isthis?

"1t isthe cutting of the nave string of the body of the Osristhe
scribe Ani, whose word istrue before all the gods, and all hisfaults
aredriven out.

What isthis?

"It isthe purification [of Osris| on the day of hisbirth.

"1 am purified in my great double nest which isin Hensu on the
day of the offerings of the followers of the Great God who dwelleth
therein."

What isthe" great double nest™ ?

" The name of onenest is'Millions of years,' and 'Great Green
[Seqa]' isthe name of the other, that isto say 'L ake of Naron' and
‘Lakeof Salt.’

" Others, however, say the name of the oneis'Guide of Millions of
Years' and that 'Great Green Lake isname of the other. Yet others
say that 'Begetter of Millions of Years isthe name of one, and
'Great Green Lake isthename of the other. Now, as concerning the
Great God who dwdleth theren, it is Ra himsdf.

"1 passover theway, | know the head of the Idand of M aati."

What isthis?

"It isRa-stau, that isto say, it isthe gate to the South of

Nerutef, and it isthe Northern Gate of the Domain (Tomb of the god).
" Now, as concerning the Idand of Maati, it is Abtu.

" Others, however, say that it isthe way by which Father Tem
travelleth when he goeth forth to Sekhet-Aaru, [the place] which
produceth the food and sustenance of the gods who are [in] their
shrines.

" Now the Gate Tchesert isthe Gate of the Pillars of Shu, that isto
say, the Northern Gate of the Tuat.

" Others, however, say that the Gate of Tchesert isthe two leaves of
the door through which the god Tem passeth when he goeth forth to
the eastern horizon of the sky.

" O yegodswho arein the presence[of Osirig], grant to meyour
arms, for | am the god who shall comeinto being among you."

Who are these gods?

" They arethe drops of blood which came forth fromthe phallus of Ra



when he went forth to perform his own mutilitation. These drops of
blood sprang into being under the forms of the gods Hu and Sa, who are
in the bodyguard of Ra, and who accompany the god Tem daily and
every day.

"1, Ogristhe scribe Ani, whose word istruth, havefilled for thee

the utchat (the Eye of Ra, or of Horus), when it had suffered

extinction on the day of the combat of the Two Fighters (Horusand
Set)."

What was this combat?

It wasthe combat which took place on the day when Horus fought with
Set, during which Set threw filth in the face of Horus, and Horus
crushed the genitals of Set. Thefilling of the utchat Thoth performed
with hisown fingers.

" | remove the thunder-cloud from the sky when thereisa storm

with thunder and lightning therein.”

What isthis?

" Thisstorm wastheraging of Ra at the thunder-cloud which [Set]
sent forth againg the Right Eye of Ra (the Sun). Thoth removed the
thunder-cloud from the Eye of Ra, and brought back the Eyeliving,
healthy, sound, and with no defect in it to its owner.

" Others, however, say that the thunder-cloud is caused by sickness
in the Eye of Ra, which weepeth for its companion Eye (the Moon); at
thistime Thoth cleanseth the Right Eye of Ra.

" | behold Ra who was born yesterday from the thighs of the goddess
Mehurt; hisstrength ismy strength, and my strength ishisstrength.”

Whoisthis?

"Mehurt isthe great Celestial Water, but others say that Mehurt
istheimage of the Eye of Ra at dawn at hisbirth daily.

" [Others, however, say that] Mehurt isthe utchat of Ra.

"Now Osgristhe scribe Ani, whoseword istruth, isa very great one
among the godswho arein the following of Horus; they say that he
isthe prince who loveth hislord."

Who arethe godswho arein thetrain of Horus?

"[They are] Kesta, Hapi, Taumutef, and Qebhsenuf.

"Homageto you, O yelordsof right and truth, ye sovereign

princes (T chatcha) who [stand] round about Osris, who do away utterly
snsand offences, and who arein the following of the goddess
Hetepsekhus, grant yethat | may come unto you. Destroy ye all the
faults which arewithin me, even asye did for the Seven Spiritswho

are among the followers of their lord Sepa. Anpu (Anubis) appointed to



them their places on the day [when he said unto them], " Comeye
hither."

Who arethe" lordsof right and truth" ?

"Thelordsof right and truth are Thoth and Agtes, theLord of
Amentet.

" The Tchatcharound about Osrisare Kesta, Hapi, Tuamutef, and
Qebhsenuf, and they are also round about the Congtellation of the
Thigh (the Great Bear), in the northern sky.

" Those who do away utterly snsand offences, and who arein the
following of the goddess Hetepsekhus, arethe god Sebek and his
associates who dwell in the water.

" The goddess Hetepsekhusisthe Eye of Ra.

" Others, however, say that it isthe flame which accompanieth Osris
to burn up the souls of hisenemies.

" As concerning all the faultswhich arein Odiris, theregistrar

of the offerings which are made unto all the gods, Ani, whose word
istruth, [these are all the offences which he hath committed

againg the Lords of Eternity] since he cameforth from hismother's
womb.

" As concer ning the Seven Spiritswho are Kesta, Hapi, Tuamutef,
Qebhsenuf, Maa-atef, Kheribegef and Heru-khenti-en-ariti, these did
Anubis appoint to be protectors of the dead body of Osris.

" Others, however, say that he set them round about the holy place of
Osiris.

" Others say that the Seven Spirits [which were appointed by

Anubis] were Netchehnetcheh, Aatgetget, Nertanef-besef-khenti-hehf,
Adg-her-ami-unnut-f, Tesher-ariti-ami-H et-anes,
Ubes-her-per-em-khetkhet, and M aaemker h-annef-em-hru.

" The chief of the Tchatcha (sovereign princes) who isin Naar utef is
Horus, the Advocate of hisfather.

" As concer ning the day wherein [Anubis said to the Seven Spirits],
‘Comeye hither,' [the alluson herg] isto the words'Comeye
hither,” which Ra spake unto Osrris."

Verily may these same words be said unto me in Amentet.
"1 am the Divine Soul which dwelleth in the Divine Twin-gods."
Who isthisDivine Soul?

"1t isOdris. [When] he goeth into Tetu, and findeth there the Soul
of Ra, the one god embraceth the other, and two Divine Souls spring
into being within the Divine Twin-gods."

" As concer ning the Divine Twin-gods they are Heru-netch-her-tefef
and Heru-khent-en-Ariti (Horusthe Advocate of hisfather [Ogrrig],
and Horusthe sightless).

" Others say that the double Divine Soul which dwelleth in the Divine
Twin-godsisthe Soul of Ra and the Soul of Osiris, and yet others say
that it isthe Soul which dwdleth in Shu, and the Sould which
dwelleth in Tefnut, and that these two Souls form the double Divine
Soul which dwdleth in Tetu.

night when the foes of Neb-er-tcher weredestroyed.”

WhoisthisCat?

" Thismale Cat isRa himsdf, and hewas called '"Mau' because of the
speech of the god Sa, who said concerning him: 'Heislike (mau)
unto that which he hath made'; therefore, did the name of Ra become
‘Mau.'

" Others, however, say that the male Cat isthe god Shu, who made
over the possessionsof Keb to Osiris.

" As concer ning the fight which took place near the Persea Treein
Anu [these words haver eferenceto the daughter] of the children of
rebdlion, when righteousretribution was meted out to them for [the
evil] which they had done.

" As concerning the 'night of the battle,' [these wordsrefer to] the
invasion of the eastern portion of the heaven by the children of
rebellion, whereupon a great battle arosein heaven and in all the
earth.

" O thou who art in thine egg (Ra,) who showest from thy Disk, who
risest on thy horizon, and dost shinewith golden beamsin the

height of heaven, like unto whom there is none among the gods, who
sailest abovethe Pillars of Shu, who sendest forth blasts of fire

from thy mouth, [who illuminest the Two Landswith thy splendour,
deliver] thou Nebseni, thelord of fealty [to Osirig], from the god
whaoseform ishidden, and whose eyebrows ar e like unto the two arms of
the Balance on the night when the sentences of doom are promulgated.”

Who isthisinvisble god?

"It isAn-a-f (hewho bringeth hisarm.).

" As concerning 'the night when the sentences of doom are
promulgated,’ it isthe night of the burning of the damned, and of the
overthrow of thewicked at the Block, and of the daughter of souls.”
Whoisthis[daughterer of souls]?

"It is Shesmu, the headsman of Osirris.



" [Concerning theinvisible god] some say that he is Aapep when he
riseth up with a head bearing upon it [the feather of] Maat (Truth).

But others say that heis Horus when he riseth up with two heads,
wher eon one bear eth [the feather of] Maat, and the other [the symbol
of] wickedness. He bestoweth wickedness on him that worketh
wickedness, and right and truth upon him that followeth

righteousness and truth.

" Otherssay that heisHeru-ur (the Old Horus), who dwelleth in
Sekhem; otherssay that heis Thoth; otherssay that heis

Nefer-Tem; and others say that heis Sept who doth bring to nought the
acts of the foes of Nebertcher.

" Deliver thou the scribe Nebseni, whose word istruth, from the
Watchers, who carry murderous knives, who possess cruel fingers, and
who would day those who arein thefollowing of Osiris.”

May these Watchersnever gain the mastery over me, and may | never
fall under their knives

Who are these Watchers?

" They are Anubisand Horus, [the latter being] in theform of
Horusthe sightless. Others, however, say that they arethe Tchatcha
(sovereign princes of Osiris), who bring to nought the oper ations of
their knives, and others say that they are the chiefs of the Sheniu
chamber.

"May their knives never gain the mastery over me. May | never fall
under the knives wherewith they inflict crud tortures. For | know
their names, and | know the being, Matchet, who isamong them in the
House of Osiris. He shooteth forth rays of light from his eye, being
himsdlf invisble, and he goeth round about heaven robed in the flames
which come from his mouth, commanding Hapi, but remaining invisble
himsdf. May | be strong on earth before Ra, may | arrive safely in

the presence of Osiris. O yewho preside over your altars, let not

your offeringsto me be wanting, for | am one of those who follow

after Nebertcher, according to the writings of Khepera. Let mefly
like a hawk, let me cackle like a goose, let me lay always like the
serpent-goddess Neheb-ka."

Who arethose who preside over ther altars?

" Those who preside over their altarsarethe smilitude of the Eye

of Ra, and the smilitude of the Eye of Horus.

"O RaTem, thou Lord of the Great House[in Anu], thou Sovereign
(life, strentgh, health [beto thee]) of all the gods, ddiver thou

the scribe Nebseni, whose word istruth, from the god wh osefaceis
like unto that of a greyhound, whose brows are like those of a man,
who feedeth upon the dead, who watcheth at the Bend of the L ake of
Fire, who devour eth the bodies of the dead, and swalloweth hearts, and
who voideth filth, but who himsdf remaineth unseen.”



Who isthisgreyhound-faced god?

"Hisnameis'Everlasting Devourer,” and heliveth in the Domain [of
Fireg] (the Lake of Unt).

" As concer ning the Domain of Fire, it isthat Aat which isin

Naar utef, and isnear the Sheniu chamber. The sinner who walketh
over this place falleth down among the knives [of the Watcherg].

" Others, however, say that the name of thisgod is'Mates," and that
he keepeth watch over thedoor of Amentet; otherssay that hisnameis
'Beba,’ and that he keepeth watch over the Bend [of the stream] of
Amentet, and yet others say that hisnameis'Herisepef.'

"Hail, Lord of Terror, Chief of the Lands of the South and North,
thou Lord of the Desert, who dost keep prepared the block of
daughter, and who dost feed on the intestines[of men]!"

WhoisthisLord of Terror?

"1t isthe Keeper of the Bend [of the stream] of Amentet.”
WhoisthisKeeper?

"It isthe Heart of Odgiris, which isthe devourer of all daughtered
things.

"The Urrt Crown hath been given unto him, with gladness of heart, as
Lord of Hensu."

Whoisthis?

"Hetowhom the Urrt Crown hath been given with gladness of heart as
Lord of Hensu isOsris. He was bidden to rule among the gods on the
day of the union of earth [with earth] in the presence of Nebertcher."

Whoisthis?

"Hewho was bidden to rule among the gods isthe son of Isis
(Horus), who was appointed to rulein theroom of hisfather Osris.
" As concer ning [the wordg] 'day of the union of earth with earth,’
they have reference to the union of earth with earth in the coffin

of Odris, the Soul that liveth in Hensu, the giver of meat and drink,
the destroyer of wrong, and the guideto the everlasting paths.”

Whoisthis?
"It isRa himsdf."

" [Déliver thou the Osiristhe scribe Ani, whoseword istruth]
from the great god who carrrieth away souls, who eateth hearts, who



feedeth upon offal, who keepeth watch in the darkness, who dwelleth in
the Seker Boat; those who livein sin fear him."

Whoisthis?

"It is Suti, but otherssay that it is Smamur, the soul of Keb.

"Hail, Kheperain thy boat, the two Companies of the Gods arein thy
body. Ddiver thou the Osrristhe scribe Ani, whose word istruth,
from the Watcher s who pass sentences of doom, who have been
appointed by the god Nebertcher to protect him, and to fasten the
fetterson hisfoes, and who daughter in the torture chambers,
thereis no escape from their fingers. May they never stab mewith
their knives, may | never fall helplessinto their chamber s of

torture. I have never done the things which the gods hate. I am hewho
ispurein the Mesget chamber. And saffron cakes have been brought
unto him in Tannt."

Whoisthis?

"ItisKheperain hisboat; it is Ra himsdf.

" As concer ning the Watcher s who pass sentences of doom, they arethe
Apesisisand Nephthys.

" As concer ning the things which the gods hate, they are acts of

deceit and lying. He who passeth through the place of purification
within the Mesget chamber is Anpu (Anubis), whoishard by the

coffer which containeth the inward parts of Osiris. He to whom saffron
cakes have been brought in Tannt is Osiris.

" Others, however, say that the saffron cakesin Tannt represent
heaven and earth, and others say that they represent Shu, the
strengthener of the Two Landsin Hensu; and otherssay that they
represent the Eye of Horus, and that Tannt isthe burial-place of
Osiris.

" Tem hath builded thy house, and the double Lion-god hath laid the
foundations of thy habitation. L ol medicaments have been brought.
Horus purifieth Set and Set strengtheneth, and Set purifieth and Horus
strengtheneth.

" The Osristhe scribe Ani, whose word istruth before Osiris,

hath come into thisland, and he hath taken possession ther eof with
histwo feet. HeisTem, and heisin thecity.

" Turn thou back, O Rehu, whose mouth shineth, whose head moveth,
turn thou back before hisstrength.” Another readingis, 'Turn thou
back from him who keepeth watch, and is himsdf unseen.' Let the
OsrisAni be safdly guarded. Heislsis, and heisfound with her

hair spread over him; it is shaken out over hisbrow. Hewas conceived
by Ids, and engendered by Nephthys, and they have cut away from him
the things which should be cut from him.

" Fear followeth after thee, terror isabout thinearms. Thou hast

been embraced for millions of years by arms, mortals go round about



thee. Thou smitest down the mediator s of thy foes, and thou seizest
the armsof the power of darkness. Thy two sisters (Issand Nephthys)
are given to thee for thy deight. Thou hast created that which is

in Kher-aha, and that which isAnu. Every god feareth thee, for thou
art exceedingly great and terrible; thou [avengest] every god on the
man who curseth him, and thou shootest arrowsat him. Thou livest
accor ding to thy will. Thou art Uatchet, the Lady of Flame, evil
befalleth those who set themselves up against thee."

What isthis?

"'Hidden in form, given of Menhu," isthe name of the " tomb. 'Hewho
seeth what ison hishand' isthe name of Qerau, or, asotherssay, it
isthe name of the Block.

" Now, hewhose mouth shineth and whose head moveth isthe phallus of

true, in peace, againg his enemies, with the great Tchatcha Chiefs
who arein the Lands of the Rekhti (Taiu-Rekhti), in the night when
Idslay down, and kept watch to make lamentation for her brother
Osiris.

Thegreat Tchatcha Chiefswho arein RastaareHorus, Osrris, and
Isis. Theheart of Osrisishappy, the heart of Horusisglad, and

All the gods shall rg oice when they behold Ra
coming in peace to make the hearts of the Spirit-soulsto live, and
the Osiris Ani, whose word istruth, the assessor of the holy
offerings of the Lords of Thebes, shall be with them!



THE CHAPTER OF THE NEW MOON

THE FOLLOWING ISTO BE RECITED ON THE DAY OF THE MONTH (NEW MOON
DAY). The Ogristhe scribe Ani, whose word istruth, in peace,
whoseword istruth, saith:- Ra ascendeth his throne on hishorizon,
and the Company of his Godsfollow in histrain.

Behold, thou art that | mage of
Gold, thou hast the unitings of the disks of the sky, thou hast
guakings, thou goest round about, and art made new each day. Hail!
Thereisrgoicing in the horizon! The godswho dwell in the sky
descend theropes [of thy Boat] when they see the Osiris Ani, whose
word istruth, they ascribe praise unto him asunto Ra. The OsrisAni
isa Great Chief. [He] seeketh the Urrt Crown. Hisprovisonsare
apportioned to him- the Osiris Ani, whose word istruth. [Hig] fateis
strong from the exalted body of the Aamu gods, who arein the presence
of Ra. The Ogrris Ani, whose word istruth, isstrong on the earth and
in Khert-Neter. O Osris Ani, whose word istruth, wake up, and be
strong like unto Ra every day. The Osiris Ani, whose word istruth,
shall not tarry, he shall not remain motionlessin thisland for ever.
Right well shall he see with histwo eyes, right well shall he hear

with histwo ears, the things which aretrue, the thingswhich are

true. The OsrisAni, whoseword istruth, isin Anu, the Odrris

Ani, whoseword istruth, isas Ra, and heis exalted by reason of

[his] oarsamong the Followers of Nu. The Osris Ani, whoseword is
truth, cannot tell what he hath seen [or] narrate [what he hath heard]
in the House of the God of Mysteries. Hail! Let there be shouts of
acclamation of the Osris Ani, whose word istruth, the divine body of
Rain the Boat of Nu, who bear eth propitiatory offeringsfor the KA of
the god of that which heloveth. The Osris Ani, whose word is

truth, in peace, whose word istruth, islike Horus, the mighty one of
transfor mations.

RUBRIC: ThisChapter isto berecited over a boat seven cubitslong,
made of green stone of the Tchatchau. Make a heaven of stars, and
purify it and deanseit with natron and incense. Make then afigure

of Ra upon atablet of new stonein paint, and set it in the bows of

the boat. Then make a figure of the deceased whom thou wilt make
perfect, [and placeit] in the boat. Make it to sail in the Boat of



Ra, and Ra himself shall look upon it. Do not these thingsin the
presence of any one except thysdf, or thy father, or thy son. Then
let them keep guard over their faces, and they shall seethe
deceased in Khert-Neter in the form of a messenger of Ra.

A HYMN TO RA [WHICH ISTO BE SUNG] ON THE DAY OF THE MONTH (THE
DAY OF THE NEW MOON) [WHEN] THE BOAT OF RA SAILETH. [The Osristhe
scribe Ani, whose word istruth, saith: -] Homage to thee, O thou who
dwellest in thy Boat. Thou rollest on, thou rollest on, thou sendest
forth light, thou sendest forth light. Thou decreest rgoicing for

[every] man for millions of year s unto those who love him. Thou givest
[thy] face to the Hememet spirits, thou god Khepera who dwellest in
thy Boat. Thou hast overthrown the Fiend Aapep. O ye Sonsof Keb,
overthrow ye the enemies of the Osiris Ani, whose word istruth, and
the fiends of destruction who would destroy the Boat of Ra. Horus hath
cut off your headsin heaven. Yewho werein the forms of geese,

your nave strings are on the earth. The animals are set upon the
earth..... in theform of fish. Every malefiend and every female

fiend shall be destroyed by the Osiris Ani, whose word istruth.
Whether the fiends descend from out of heaven, or whether they come
forth from the earth, or whether they advance on the waters, or
whether they come from among the Star-gods, Thoth, [the son of
Aner], coming forth from Anerti shall hack them to pieces. And the
Osgris Ani shall make them silent and dumb. And behold ye, this god,
the mighty one of daughters, theterror of whom ismost great,

shall wash himsdlf clean in your blood, and he shall bathe in your

gore, and ye shall be destroyed by the Osiris Ani in the Boat of his
Lord Ra-Horus. The heart of the Osris Ani, whoseword istruth, shall
live. Hismother 1ssgiveth birth to him, and Nephthys nurseth him,
just aslsisgave birth to Horus, and Nephthys nursed him. [He]

shall repulse the Smait fiends of Suti. They shall seethe Urrt

Crown gtablished upon hishead, and they shall fall down upon therr
faces [and wor ship him].

Theword of the Osiris Ani istruth before his
enemiesin heaven above, and on earth beneath, and beforethe
Tchatchau Chiefs of every god and of every goddess.
