UFO CUTS OUT RADIO OF
AIRLINER OVER KENT!

T 7.17 a.m. on May 31 a British airliner was
Aﬂying over Kent, just south of Rochester,

on its way to Holland, when it sighted a
UFO.

As we
got to a position two nautical miles south of
Rochester my First Officer and myself became
aware of a brilliant object bearing 110° (T) from
north and elevated about 10° above the haze
level.
